ChCom Minutes of 3/10/11
 

Present:  Bailey, Bevilacqua, Cole, Gagnon, Kelleher, Kennedy, Menin, Mullins, & Stiles   Absent: None
 
Meeting called to order at 7:17 by Cole.
 
Motion to accept minutes of 2/22 as amended by Menin & 2nded by Bailey.  Unanimously approved.
 
There was much discussion regarding the content of the minutes in terms of the commentary/dialogue.  Motion to accept minutes of 2/23 as amended made by Kennedy & 2nded by Kelleher.  Approved by all except Bevilacqua who voted no.
 
Bevilacqua indicated that an additional definition was needed for "City Office."  McGoldrick was not in attendance for this meeting & it was determined that although it will potentially cause some concern re: Sect 3-1 & 9-13 regarding the ChCom's intent.  Menin wanted to address this issue immediately due to the pending public hearing.  The ChCom determined that it would not be possible to fully discuss & come to any specific conclusions surrounding this & how it would impact said sections in time for the public hearing. 
 
Kelleher:  Indicated that part of the problem with fulfilling the letter of the law may not be the right thing as people received the preliminary report in the paper without any context.  He said that a quick run through/overview would be necessary for the public hearing by Cole.  
 
Bevilacqua:  He stated that Cole should also speak about Article 10 the Transitional Article.
 
Kennedy:  Saw some issues with the one page summary provided & requested that the ChCom allowed him to write the corrections to the summary consistent with discussions of this evening to send to Cole & that Cole would have the final approval for said changes to the summary.  Motion made by Kennedy, 2nded by Bailey & unanimously approved.  
1.  Timeline:  Kennedy:  the final report has to be filed with the CC by 5/4 
2.  Mayor's salary not less than $98K
3.  Mayor: add to list
4.  Elections:  add municipal & preliminary elections as they have remained unchanged
 
Menin:  City Office:  Threat of inconsistency due to lack of definition.  Massachusetts is clear re: mayor & unclear regarding an employee holding elected office.  What does it mean to hold office?  The language is similar to Sect 2-3.
 
Motion to adjourn by Bailey, 2nded by Mullins, & unanimously approved.  Meeting adjourned at 8:55.
