Charter Commission Minutes of 14 December 2010
Present: Bevilacqua, Cole, Gagnon, Kelleher, Kennedy, Menin, Mullins, & Stiles Absent: Bailey
Minutes from the 12/9 meeting were approved post amendment with a motion made by Kelleher, 2nded by Menin & unanimous approval.
Mullins made a motion & Menin 2nded it to formally accept the final draft of the mission statement/preamble. Kennedy said to hold off as it presupposes what has yet to be approved. Kelleher & Bevilacqua agreed. Motion to table was made by Kennedy & 2nded by Bevilacqua. Vote to table passed with yes votes from all but Menin & Mullins who voted against the tabling & Stiles abstaining.
Clarifications made: Executive Branch under Section E, Felony Convictions. Kennedy requested clarification from the members to ensure that the correct intention was made that post felony convictions as specified that the individual can never hold public office or be employed by the city. The commission confirmed that yes, that is the intention.
Line 11of Section B to be changed to "in which event, the term shall begin on..."
On page 3, line 17 regarding the Mayor being a non-voting but otherwise full member of all boards/commissions/committees, Kennedy objected over the potential for undue influence. Bevilacqua & Kelleher disagreed. Stiles moved & Kennedy 2nded a motion to remove language from line 16 page 3 through line 2 of page 4.

Motion failed. It was agreed that this will be revisited when Bailey is in attendance.

Bevilacqua made a motion which was 2nded by Kelleher in Section X-3 to strike language regarding confirmation by City Council (CC).

Motion fails.
Section X-3 line 14 Strike "consent of mayor" was discussed by Stiles. Kelleher hesitant as it is could lead to patronage.
Bevilacqua made a motion for the chairs of the Conservation Commission (ConCom), Planning Board (PB), & Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) to be appointed by the Mayor without CC approval.

Menin 2nded the motion.

Motion passes.

Motion to amend made by Bevilacqua & 2nded by Menin stating that the chairs of ConCom, PB, & ZBA must be chosen from sitting members of said boards. Oral vote: 5 yeses, & 3 no’s therefore motion passes.
Bevilacqua motioned to adjourn meeting & Kelleher 2nded it. Unanimous vote to approve. Meeting adjourned at 9:25.
